[image: ]1. SEAM FINISH-serger seam finish or overcasting decorators’ choice machine stitch





[image: ]2. INSIDE CURVE-(concave curve) faced neckline, armhole, collar, pants center front and back seam 



[image: ]3. OUTSIDE CURVE-(convex curve) rounded collar, bottom front curve of a jacket, sleeve top

EASING OR GATHERING-basting stitch is used to pull in or “ease” a larger area into a smaller area sleeve cap or bust area, or gather a much larger area into a smaller area, skirt or ruffle




[image: ]5. DART or PLEAT or PRICNESS SEAM- dart-horizontal or vertical pinches made in the fabric to fit around body, pleat-vertical pinch in fabric to fit closer to body, princess seam- seam from center shoulder down over bust to hem used to curve fabric closer to body 




[image: ][image: ]6. CASING-tunnel used to draw elastic, ribbon, strap, or drawstring through or WAISTBAND-separate piece used to finish area of waistline on skirt or pants





7. USE OF INTERFACING-interfacing is extra nonwoven fabric (usually fusible) to stiffen or strengthen an area such as collars and buttonholes [image: ] [image: ]




8. FACING OR LINING-fabric cut to conform with neckline, center front or back of fabric, brim of hat, usually only cut a partial width of area to be faced, neckline facing or lining an entire bodice front

[image: ]9. POCKET- placed in the side seam, patch (set on top of garment) or cargo 




[image: ]10. SLEEVE-set in (regular capped sleeve) or raglan (diagonal sleeve set in across armhole area)

MACHINE TOP STITCHED HEM or SERGER ROLLED HEM plain machine used to finish off the bottom or end of a garment or a small rolled hem used on the edge of a fabric that is very thin or MACHINE BLIND STITCH HEM- sticth on machine replicates hand stitching or COVER STITCH- special hemmer machine for knits or TRIPPLE STRETCH STITCH used for knits

15. MACHINE EMBROIDERY-embroidery must be more advanced than the one used on the tote bag, may dowload a pre-made design from CD or memory card or combined design of more than one option on embroidery machine
