CREATIVE SEWING - CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR TOTE BAG/DRAWSTRING BAG
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1. Make a side  cut into selvage edge of fabric piece, tear across entire width of fabric
2. Drawstring bag, cut at tear two pieces 2 ½” wide all the way across fabric (selvage to selvage)
Fold and mark as drawstring pieces, put in equipment bag for later use
3. Tote bag  cut and tear a piece 4” wide from selvage to selvage, cut in half cross wise so you have two handles,  fold and mark as tote bag Handles, put in plastic equipment bag for later use
4. Lay fabric open wrong side up, cut out zippered pocket pattern and embroidered pocket pattern, measure from selvage edge using  grainlines (see teacher demo) and center pocket pieces, pin in place (remember zippered pocket will need to be cut a second time as you need two




5.  Fold selvage edges in towards center, measure so they are evenly folded
6. Lay bag pattern on one of the folds, pin exactly on fold and cut out bag
***** note, at this time you may choose to make a large bag if you have extra fabric

7. Cut out one bag piece on right, then take pattern off and cut second bag piece on left
8. Cut out pocket pieces
9. Use pattern pieces to then cut out fusible interfacing  the size of bag front and back as well as embroidered pocket
10.  Fuze interfacing to back of fabric pieces (see teacher demo)
11. [bookmark: _GoBack]Mark on interfacing side, fold of embroidered pocket, center of pocket and if making drawstring bag the two dots on upper side of bag  (see teacher demo on how to use tracing paper to mark)
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
